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WHAT IS THE ACADEMY? 
 

The Wellington Soccer Academy is a center of training excellence where all players 

train twice weekly with professional licensed coaches.  

 

Grouped by ability level, player progress is monitored through bi-annual technical 

evaluations.  The combination of training and games provide the players with the 

best possible foundation of skills and knowledge of the game. The program is a great 

introduction to competitive soccer. 

 

Players are selected through an evaluation process and placed on a team with 

players of similar ability. Throughout the season, weekend games are played against 

other Wellington Soccer Academy teams in addition to other local Academy Clubs. 

Players may be rotated and exchanged from team to team throughout the season. 

 

Additional training opportunities including speed, strength and agility training will 

be available and encouraged. The Academy teams participate in 2-4 tournaments 

per year.
